Since 2012, more than 20,000
children have experienced the transformative power of the arts through KDQO's
high-quality dance programs. As an innovative dance and arts education model,
KDO provides equity and access to the community — programs are FREE to
participating children and their families.

At KDO, we provide a one-of-a-kind dance experience for children. Our classes
incorporate a distinct movement vocabulary not confined to a single style. They
include high-energy movement, teaching teams including professional musicians,
live music, and diverse choreography, celebrating various techniques, themes,
and cultures while ensuring accessibility for all.

e Experience as a dancer, teacher, choreographer, or other practicing artist
who uses movement to connect people through a dynamic experience.
e Well-rounded in various styles of movement and/or performing arts (i.e.,
ballet, jazz, tap, contemporary, street dance, hip hop, stepping,
commercial dance, ballroom, movement choir, group fitness instruction,
dance/movement therapy, cultural dance, musical theatre, etc.).
Understanding of musical phrasing and strong musicality.
Strong communication sKills.
Willingness to have one’s perspective of dance & movement challenged.
Maintain a fundamental belief that all individuals can move and experience
the joy of dance, regardless of their background - embrace everyone’s
potential.

Compensation

Teaching Artists in Training - $23/hr stipend

Teaching Artists In-Training must complete professional development and
training in the KDO methodology prior to full employment with KDO as Teaching
Artists.



Training period: (75-100) hours total, including August Training Intensive, over
(12-16) weeks, (3) hours weekly average.

Upon completing the August Training Intensive, Teaching Artists In-Training will
be paired with LeadTeaching Artists to shadow and co-teach during the fall
semester programming as part of their training period.

First-Year Teaching Artist - $30 - $40/hr

After completing the required training and upon review by the KDO Artistic Team,
Teaching Artists in Training may be offered a position as a First-year KDO
Teaching Artist. KDO Teaching Artists are hired on a seasonal, hourly basis and
compensated at $30-$40/class, depending on their teaching experience. Classes
typically run for 45 to 60 minutes, with an average of 3-5 weekly teaching hours.

e Additional compensation for evening, weekend, and other community
engagement-related events and/or performances, including but not limited
to KDO Event of the Year.

e First-year Teaching Artists will be paired with Lead Teaching Artists to
shadow and co-teach.

e All KDO programs are offered in the Fall (August-November), Spring
(February - May), and Summer (June-mid July).

Scheduling based on availability and programming schedule.
Eligibility for a pay increase following one year of continuous employment.
Paid ongoing professional development.

e Interested candidates must complete the application and submit all
required materials by 5 p.m. on June 3rd, 2024.

e For full consideration, all interested candidates must attend one of the
Experience KDO Class! workshops at the Athenaeum, 401 E. Michigan
St., Indianapolis, IN 46205, either on Saturday, June 1st, from 11:00 am
-12:00 pm or Tuesday, June 4th, from 5:00 pm—~6:00 pm.

e Following the Experience a KDO Class! workshop, KDO will invite select
candidates to observe KDO programming and interview members of the
KDO Team one-on-one. Final candidates will be offered Teaching Artists
In-Training contracts beginning August 2024 and receive a $23/hour
stipend.

Teaching Artists In-Training must complete professional development and
training in the KDO methodology before full employment with KDO.
Training will begin with KDO’s August Training Intensive M-F, August 5-23,
2024.

Training period: (75-100) hours total, including August Training Intensive,
over (12-16) weeks, (3) hours weekly average.

Once training is completed, first-year KDO Teaching Artists are hired on a
seasonal, hourly basis and compensated at $30-$40/class, depending on
their teaching experience. Classes typically run for 45 to 60 minutes, with
an average of 3-5 weekly teaching hours.
